English Language

Core Exam Subject: English Language

What will | study?

All students will be taught and encouraged
to read fluently and write effectively. They
will be able to demonstrate a confident
control of Standard English and be able to
write grammatically correct sentences,
deploy figurative language as well as
analyse a wide range of texts. In addition,
students will acquire and apply a wide
vocabulary, alongside a knowledge and
understanding of terminology for reading,
writing and spoken language. Students will
be encouraged to listen to and understand
spoken language and use spoken
Standard English effectively. Students will
be exposed to 19th, 20th and 21st Century
texts and will study skills in two main topic
areas: fiction and nonfiction. Students will
learn to analyse the language & structure
of texts, evaluate texts, compare and
contrast texts and to write for a range of
purposes.

How will | be assessed?

English Language is designed to be
studied over multiple years with all
assessments taken at the end of the
course.

In class assessments over the length of the
course will include questions and tasks
which allow students to:

* Provide extended responses

» Draw together different areas of
knowledge, skills and understanding
from across a wide range of texts

Write for a designated audience,
purpose and form

The spoken language endorsement will be
reported on as part of the qualification but
will NOT form part of the final mark and
grade for English Language.
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The endorsement is assessed through a
short speech, presentation or talk from the
students that is performed in class.
Students will need to be filmed as part of
the exam board’s moderation process.
This will be awarded separately as a
Pass, Merit or Distinction.

The final exam papers are equally
weighted and are 1 hour 45 minutes in
length. Each has 5 questions. Paper 1
includes one literature fiction text with four
reading questions and one narrative or
descriptive writing question. Paper 2
includes two non-fiction texts with four
reading questions and one extended
writing question.

The key skills that English Language
develops in students are:

Reading fluently with good
understanding

Reading and evaluating critically
Making comparisons between texts
and contexts

Writing effectively and coherently
Using grammar correctly and
punctuating and spelling accurately
Summarising, writing for impact and
presenting information and ideas
appropriately.

What will | study?

All students will be taught and
encouraged to develop knowledge and
skills in reading, writing and critical
thinking. Through literature, students
have a chance to develop culturally and
acquire knowledge and appreciate the
depth and power of the English literary
heritage. Students will read in depth,
critically and evaluatively, so that they
are able to discuss and explain their
understanding and ideas. Students will
be taught and encouraged to write
accurately, effectively and analytically
about their reading, using Standard
English.

In English Literature, all students will
study three key texts, from three areas
outlined by the exam board, and a
poetry anthology. The texts currently
studied are: Macbeth (Shakespeare), A
Christmas Carol (19th-century novel)
and An Inspector Calls (modern prose
or drama). All students will also receive
an anthology of 15 poems set by the
exam board; we study the Power and
Conflict anthology.

How will | be assessed?
English Literature is designed to be
studied over two years with
assessments at the end of the course.
In class assessments over the two
years will include questions or tasks
which allow students to:

*  Provide extended responses

» Draw together different areas of
knowledge, skills and
understanding from across a wide
range of texts
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Paper 1 - 1 Hour and 45 minutes.
Section A Shakespeare: students will
answer one question on Macbeth.
They will be required to write in detail
about an extract from the play and
then to write about the play as a
whole. Section B The 19th-century
novel: students will answer one
question on A Christmas Carol. They
will be required to write in detail about
an extract from the novel and then to
write about the novel as a whole.

Paper 2 - 2 Hours and 15 minutes.
Section A Modern texts: students will
answer one essay question from a
choice of two on the play they have
studied, An Inspector Calls. Section B
Poetry: students will answer one
comparative question on one named
poem printed on the paper and one
other poem from the Love and
Relationship anthology cluster.
Section C Unseen poetry: Students
will answer one question on one
unseen poem and one question
comparing this poem with a second
unseen poem.

GCSE in Geology provides the
foundations for understanding the science
of ‘how the Earth works': its structure,
evolution and dynamics, and its mineral
and energy resources. In addition,
learners following the course will
appreciate that the understanding and
application of Earth science is vital to the
future quality of life and prosperity of the
world's population; from supplying the
ever-growing demand for mineral, energy
and water resources to mitigation of
natural hazards by improved engineering
and prediction techniques.

GCSE Geology places problem-solving at

the heart of learning, encouraging learners
to respond to geology in both familiar and

novel situations in the laboratory and in

the field. Learners are encouraged to think
for themselves, reflecting the skills
demanded by those engaged in the study
of geology and other disciplines, beyond
GCSE.

Fieldwork has long been an attractive
aspect of the study of geology and has
been incorporated at the heart of this
specification. Learners are required to
undertake a minimum of two days of work
in the field in order to develop their field
observation and practical skills.

What will | study?

GCSE Geography at Crestwood is a
very popular and exciting subject.
Students get the opportunity to
discover in depth the world in which we
live and the diverse relationships
between the Human and Physical
Geography of our planet. We study a
range of case studies and examples
which provide students with up to date
knowledge and understanding of local
and global geographical events.

Students will study topics under two
main units and complete two pieces of
fieldwork.

Topic 1:

Living with the physical environment:
This unit focuses on physical
geography including the study of
Natural Hazards, Ecosystems, Extreme
Environments, Rivers and Coasts.

What will | study?

We study four different units that contain
exciting stories of the past where students
can develop their disciplinary knowledge
by unpicking sources and interpretations of
the past.

Germany 1890-1945: Democracy and
Dictatorship

Students will be unpicking key stories of
those living in Germany during these
turbulent times and understanding how the
social, political, and economic factors
contribute to the wider German history.

Conflict and Tension, 1894-1918 (WW1)
In this unit, students will learn about the
causes of the First World War. They will
investigate the ‘stalemate’ years where
trench warfare was prevalent on the
Western Front.

What will | study?

Religious Studies develops key skills
and topics studied during key stage
three. The course has six units - 4
which are ethics based and 2 which
are theology based, as follows:

Issues of Relationships - including
marriage, divorce, families.

Issues of Life & Death - including
medical ethics, afterlife beliefs,
evolution.

Issues of Good & Evil - including
prison, crime, capital punishment,
free will.

Issues of Human Rights -
including poverty, discrimination,
charity, sexism.

Beliefs, teachings and practices in
Islam

Beliefs teachings and practices in
Christianity.

Students will learn how to
constructively critique views and
opinions, all the while forming their
own understanding of the world
around them, their own identity and
how to contribute as a tolerant and
respectful citizen within society. They
will attempt to answer challenging
philosophical questions such as “Why
are we here?” and consequently
develop higher-order thinking skills
that will benefit their attainment
across the curriculum, as well as
through later life. Both religious and
non-religious views will be explored
and encouraged in relation to beliefs,
teachings, stories and practices.
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How will | be assessed?

Exam papers assess students’ ability
to recall factual information, show an
understanding of Christian and
Muslim beliefs and practices, and
evaluate concepts using different
views - religious, secular and their
own. Students will need to relate
traditional teachings to modern and
current world events, such as poverty
and discrimination. Non-religious
views are mandatory in some sections
of the exam.

Post 16 Progression

AS and A-Level RS and Ethics &
Philosophy is offered at all local Sixth
Form Colleges where students could
develop their understanding and
critical evaluation skills at a more
cognitively demanding level. Ethics &
Philosophy also complements the
study of other evaluative subjects,
including Critical Thinking, History,
Geography and English. Skills
developed during the course, such as
communication, literacy, empathy and
balanced analysis lend themselves
well to assisting student progress in
further education and the workplace.

What will | study?

The BTEC TECH Sport Award combines
practical sports skills, and discussion of a
range of important topics related to sport
and its place in our society.

This course is an excellent basis for A
Levels in Computer Science and can
open doors to many degrees and
apprenticeships. Taking computer
science at GCSE level will help you to
gain the skills and knowledge needed
to pursue a career in this field and once
completed you will have a great base of
skills needed to succeed in the a variety
of jobs.

What will | study?

This exciting course focuses on all
elements of business studies, but in
an interactive, dynamic and modern
world way.

What will | study?

Design and Technology is a creative
subject where we encourage pupils to
develop theory and practical skills
whilst using a range of mixed media
materials, tools, equipment, and
techniques.

The course content is divided into two
sections: core content and material
categories. The core content provides
students with a breadth of study and
the material categories provides
students with a depth of study. All
students must study the Core content
which includes looking at other
materials as well as system control
and mechanisms and CAD/CAM.

Design Technology is a fantastic
opportunity for pupils to develop their
skills using creative specialisms which
will help them in later life and a
pathway of career opportunities.

How will | be assessed?

The course is made up of 50% Exam
and 50% coursework which is
completed during lesson time.

The coursework topic is given at the
end of year 10, and allows pupils to
pick between three topics the exam
board gives them, pupils can then
develop a creative folder made up of
(Investigate, Design, Make and
Evaluate) which is marked out of 100.

The folder can be completed in the
students own style and gives them the
freedom and creativity to develop a
product they want to make. This is
completed in lesson time and will
need some independent work

time. The coursework folder is
designed to show a range of evidence
that the pupils build up throughout
year 11, developing design ideas and
practical work is heavily involved with
this.

The exam pupils sit is a Design and
Technology paper which features
questions linked to a Core and
Specialist knowledge as well as
Designing and Making (Textiles).
Pupils are able to answer the exam
and complete their coursework linked
to their preferred specialism.

What will | study and how will | be
assessed?

Food Preparation and Nutrition GCSE

consists of coursework (report style),

practical lessons (learning a range of
skills) and a written exam.

We learn about a variety of skills and
topics throughout the two year course
and then end the GCSE with a 3 hour
cookery exam where the students
cook 3 dishes, with sides, in 3 hours.

Topics covered are:

» Food Science, skills and

provenance
* Food Choice
e Nutrition

The cookery exam itself is assessed
internally.

Coursework is made up of two
reports, one (NEA1) in September of
Year 11 and is based on Food
Science. We focus on the behaviour
of ingredients and carry out
experiments to investigate its
characteristics.

The second coursework (NEA2) is in
the November of Year 11 and is based
on research into a topic, practical
skills and preparing for the 3 hour
exam. After the coursework is
completed we focus on revision for
the written exam which is 2 hours long
and worth 50% of the overall grade.

What will | study?

This qualification is distinct from
GCSE Food Preparation and Nutrition
as it provides learners with the
opportunity to explore and understand
a wide range of themes connected
with food and cookery that learners
can apply to a variety of scenarios. It
has a strong focus on the elements of
food preparation and cooking,
developing a wide range of technical
and practical skills, and the ability to
amend recipes and respond to a brief.
This strong practical focus will ensure
learners have time to develop,
practise and perfect a tangible skill set
and be able to apply the skills they

achieve to a range of contexts.

These skills will be underpinned by a
thorough understanding of the
importance of safe hygienic working
practices, nutrition, balanced diets,
individual dietary needs, and factors
that affect food choice. This
qualification will enable learners to
develop their personal interest and
skills in cookery that will help them to
prepare food that is healthy and
nutritious. These vocational skills will
help the learner to make appropriate
food choices and provide a balanced
diet for themselves and others. These
skills can readily be transferred to
further study or employment within the
food sector.
