Parent Forum Notes - 29 January 2026

The Parent Forum last week focused on behaviour and rewards and was led by Mr
Buckingham. He outlined our behaviour policy, explaining that it was developed in response
to feedback from students, parents/carers, staff and Ofsted feedback regarding low-level
disruption and that as a school we are now working towards disruption-free learning. The
policy aims to provide consistency and encourage students to reflect on their
choices, with sanctions designed to support learning and self-regulation rather than
punitive sanctions. After school reflections were spoken about and it was explained that
these are seen as opportunities for reflection rather than punishment.

Mr Buckingham introduced the Reflection Room, which was implemented to reduce
suspensions and addressed the common misconceptions about the Reflection Room,
stressing that it is primarily a learning environment that also supports reflection, repair,
and restorative conversations. Mrs Kelly, our Reflection Room manager, expanded on the
Reflection Room process, describing how students complete lessons aligned with their
classwork, with tailored approaches for KS3 and KS4, supported by structured routines and
trained staff. She highlighted the importance of restorative conversations and outreach
work, with ongoing adaptations to ensure the provision meets students’ needs.

Mr Buckingham addressed the topic of extreme behaviours and the behaviour Sanctions
that are implemented and when. The use of the 7 Steps of behaviour that we use within
school to monitor and support students through staged interventions was discussed.

Mr Buckingham also shared that the removal of mobile phones has been successful, with
parents expressing strong support for this approach.

Questions were opened to our parents/carers and questions were asked about the
Reflection Room capacity, it was shared that there is a maximum of eight students in the
room to reflect the staffing and the impact the room has. It was confirmed that trained
teachers provide the work and that Mrs Kelly, as a trained teacher, oversees the quality of
this work. It was asked if there is data to show the effectiveness of the reflection room and
Whilst we couldn't share formal data on the evening this will be shared at a future meeting,
however staff and student surveys already indicate reduced classroom disruption.

Mr Buckingham also spoke about the embedding of behaviour education into tutor time,
and how staff use strong relationships and parental involvement to support students who
struggle to communicate or regulate.

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Positive parental feedback was shared regarding reduced suspensions and improved
classroom environments. Mr Buckingham acknowledged that continuous improvement
remains a priority.

The forum then moved on to the topic of rewards, with a renewed focus on positive
reinforcement through Proud Cards and the Arbor rewards system, including Bronze,
Silver, and Gold certificates. Incentives such as fast passes for lunch were discussed,
alongside alternatives for students who do not access school meals. Parents raised
guestions about consistency in awarding points, Mr Buckingham confirmed that the system
is evolving, with staff being reminded to prioritise positive recognition.

The meeting concluded with confirmation that the next Parent Forum will focus on
broadening learning experiences, including curricular and extracurricular opportunities.
